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Article 1


Subject of Agreement

1. The subject of this Agreement is the granting of permission (hereinafter referred to as the "License") by the Author to use the scholarly work (hereinafter referred to as the "Work"), specified in Art. 2 under the conditions agreed upon in this Agreement, to the Licensee.

Article 3

Nature and extent of use of the Work and scope of the License

1. The Author grants the Licensee a non-exclusive License to print, publish and sell the Work, to make an electronic and digital copy of the Work for the purpose of its preservation and reuse without territorial restriction and for the period of duration of property rights to the subject of this License Agreement.

2. The author grants the Licensee a License to make a digital copy of the Work available online without restriction, including the right to sublicense to a third party for study, scholarly, educational and reference purposes, as well as for the purpose of providing the Work to be included in research and journal online databases.

3. The Author has the right to grant permission to use the Work, or any part thereof, in promotional materials.

Article 4

1. The Author grants the License to the Licensee free of charge.
Article 5

Originality, immutability of the Work and legal responsibility

2. The Licensee may not interfere in any way with the content of the work, except for proofreading and editing required to meet the necessary formal printing standards and those required for online publishing.

Article 6

Processing of personal data
1. The Licensee declares that the personal data of the Author will be processed in accordance with the Regulation (EU) 2016/679 of the European Parliament and of the Council and Act 18/2018 Coll. on Protection of Personal Data, as amended.
Article 7
Final provisions
1. This Agreement has been drawn up in two identical copies, one for the Author and one for the Licensee. 
2. This Agreement shall enter into force upon signature by both parties and upon its publication in the Central Register of Contracts.

3. This Agreement may be amended or modified only by a written amendment signed by both Parties.

4. Relations which are not expressly regulated by this Agreement are subject to generally binding legal regulations valid and effective in the territory of the Slovak Republic, in particular to the provisions of the Copyright Act and the Civil Code.

5. The Parties testify that they are entering into this Agreement freely, voluntarily and without duress, they fully understand its content and sign it by hand as a sign of their consent.
